Kids’-Only Yard Sale 

Set-Up/Take-Down Notes 

Before the Yard Sale 

• Decide the location, date, and times. 

• If the yard sale will be held on the site of an organization, be sure to clear it with 

them.  They may require insurance and/or fees for custodial services.  Also, ask if 

restrooms can be accessed. 

• Decide if you will rent spaces for kids to set up their wares.  If so, determine the fee and 

decide the organization to receive the money.   Kids can help decide if the choices are 

narrowed down to about three. 

• If donating the money be sure to contact the organization and let them know of your 

fundraiser as they may be able to help get the word out. 

• Something to consider:  In the event that the weather may pose a problem, think 

about how to notify everyone of the reschedule…website?  Email?  

• Create flyers/signs of the event. 

• Get the word out.  This can be an ad in the paper, on Craig’s list, Facebook, or, if the yard sale 

will be held on a school site, solicit the help of their student council and include a mention in 

their school newsletter.  Some local newspapers will also announce the event if you send 

them a press release. 

• Two days before the yard sale post signs on street corners. 

The Day of the Yard Sale 

• If spaces have been rented, number the spaces, if needed, using sidewalk chalk. 

• You may want to provide trash cans, especially if some spaces will be selling 

lemonade/baked goods. 

• Check availability of restrooms. 

After the Yard Sale 

• Make sure the facility has been left in the condition it was in when you arrived. 

• Collect sales information if you plan on announcing how much money the kids made. 

• Remove any signs from street corners, etc.
